Clarification regarding the use of the CNI and GID segments to be added to the introduction of the ERINOT message guideline.
Definitions pertaining to the ERINOT:

· A consignment is defined as “A separate identifiable number of goods transported from one consignor (port of loading) to one consignee (port of discharge) and identified and specified in one single transport document. A container as equipment should in this context be seen as a separate identifiable packing unit for which separate bookings are done and as such should be considered  a single consignment.   

Note: In the ERINOT message itself the term cargo might create misunderstanding but cargo has been used in a generic way.
· The IMO definition is here applicable: “Any goods, wares merchandise and articles carried on a ship” So a ship carries cargo consisting of one or more consignments (with the necessary equipment) each consisting of one or more goods items.

· The use of the terms goods and goods items may need to be explained to ensure common understanding.
· Goods should be seen as a common term  indicating movable property, merchandise or wares. In transport the term “goods item” has been defined as whole or part of the cargo (Consignment) received from the shipper, including any packaging material such as pallets supplied by the shipper.

· A voyage in this context is the journey of a vessel between port of loading and the first port of discharge of a consignment.

· The way whereby each item is separately identified by means of the line (goods) item number and particulars is the correct way

· In the MIG is stated: Goods item number: Sequence number of the good

within a consignment. This means, if a consignment consists of several goods items, all the goods items shall be represented as unique goods items (GID). If the cargo (consignment(s)) only consisted of one line (goods) item, the shipper (sender) would have given only one line item in his booking. It is important that commercial information remains unchanged in the respective messages and does not get lost. 

· The division of the ERINOT message has been explained in the Guide as:

· A means of transport may contain in its cargo one or more consignments and each consignment may contain one or more goods items each with its own particulars. Consignments including the  goods within a consignment  can be spread out on one of more Casco’s e.g. in a convoy in one voyage. 

· As for containers we have indicated that each container in itself is represented in the ERINOT message as a separate consignment, as a result the number of consignments will increase with each container, again with its own goods item(s).
